FEBRUARY SPEAKER 
 

The New York Chapter is pleased to have Mr. Andrew J. 
Sebor, P.E. and Mr. Phil Steiner of AltieriSeborWieber 
Consulting Engineers, a firm known nationally for its 
expertise in the design of institutional buildings, as our 
guest speakers at this month’s dinner meeting. 
 
Mr. Sebor is a Managing Principal at AltieriSeborWiber 
and has been responsible for all of the firm©s projects at 
The Metropolitan Museum of Art since 1980, totaling 
over $100,000,000 in construction contracts.    He also 
has directed projects at the American Museum of 
Natural History, including the Rose Center housing the 
new Hayden Planetarium, which opened in March of 
2000.  Other significant projects which have been 
recently completed under Mr. Sebor’s direction include 
the Audrey Jones Beck Building at the Houston Museum 
of Fine Arts, the Stepping Stones Museum for Children, 
the Portland (Oregon) Art Museum Millennium project 
and the Renovation of the Mead Art Museum at Amherst 
College. 
 
Mr. Sebor has been a member of ASHRAE, the 
Connecticut Society of Professional Engineers and the 
National Society of Professional Engineers; and has 
lectured on the subject of museum HVAC and 
Engineering for Historic Structures at Columbia 
University since 1983.    In addition, Mr. Sebor has 
lectured at Pratt Institute, FIT, the City College of New 
York, and the New York City Municipal Arts Society.  
Mr. Sebor also served as a panelist on the New York 
State Council of the Arts, grant committee, between 
1994 and 1997. 

 
From 1996 to 1998, Mr. Sebor was appointed as an 
Adjunct Associate Professor of the Columbia University 
Graduate School of Architecture, Planning, and 
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Preservation and in May of 1998, he lectured at the 
National AIA Convention on the subject of Systems 
Integration in institutional buildings. 
 
Mr. Sebor has also authored the HVAC Appendix to the 
Society of the Preservation of National History 
Collection, Washington D.C. publication "Storage of 
National History Collections; A Preventive Conservation 
Approach;" Rose, Hawks, Genoways Editors, SPNHC.

NYC SMACNA UPDATE 
 
A few hours of time has made a difference. About a year 
ago, NYC SMACNA hosted a luncheon for members of 
the engineering community and sheet metal contractors. 
The purpose was to discuss areas of mutual concern. An 
idea put forth at that meeting led to the structuring of a 
seminar for engineers.  
 
On November 4, 2002, New York City SMACNA 
awarded twenty-three Certificates to engineers from five 
major mechanical engineering firms signifying their 
successful completion of “Sheet Metal Fundamentals.”  
The course consisting of six sessions provided a general 
overview of sheet metal manufacturing and installation 
requirements, insight into the basics of the drafting 
process, mechanical coordination as well as the testing 
and balancing of an air system. 
 
The program was coordinated by Thomas Doherty, 
Associate Director of the Association, who worked with 
several of the instructors in the SMWIA - Local Union 
No. 28 Training Program.  The classes were held at the 
sheet metal industry’s training facility in Jamaica, NY. 
 
This program is one of many sponsored by New York 
City SMACNA as part of its ongoing efforts to address 
the needs of the engineering community and to further 
better understanding between mechanical engineers and 
sheet metal contractors.
