Gallen. The Chapter faces
diverse opportunities as well
as challenges and we wish the
incoming team the best so that
they can take the chapter to its
new heights and enhance the
services for the Members and
community at large.

I was fortunate to be given the opportunity to be the
Chapter President and cherished every minute of it. It is
not the time to say ‘Goodbye”, but only to be free to
volunteer for more services with the Chapter without the
administrative burden of presidency.

Every Chapter President has to set up Chapter’s strategic
direction by presenting its “Management by Objective
(MBOQO)” Plan and set up committees and programs to
meet or exceed the targeted objective. It is time for me
to reminisce about the objective and gauge as to how
well we as the ASHRAE NY Chapter family met those
objectives.

Our objectives on July 1, 2008 were:

« Establish an Industry Advisory Board consisting of
Design Firms, Owners/Developers, Constructors,
Operations & Maintenance Staff to advise on
training, program and other activities.

« Establish a new Chapter Sustainability Committee to
address the emerging Green Technologies,
measurement, commissioning and benchmarking
issues

o Dinner Meetings — Hold 8 dinner meetings with 5%
increased attendance and due effort made to get
PDH credits.

« Promote membership amongst college students,
Young Engineers, Contractors, Owners, Operators.

« Increased recruitment and role of Young Engineers
« Hold All Day Education/Training Seminars
« Increase the Scholarships amount and awards.

« Promote Group and individual participation at
Webcasts

o Encourage at least one more college to have a
student chapter and increase participation of students
in chapter activities.

o Promote increased donations towards research
activities

« Enhance recording of Chapter Historical records in
preparation for chapter Centennial celebration
planned for FY 2011.
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In spite of downturn in economy and decrease in
volunteering efforts, these objectives have been met,
with following highlights.

During the 2008 summer, we formed an Industry
Advisory Board from diverse sectors of Industry to seek
advice about extending outreach of ASHRAE NY
programs and activities to a broader community for
formulating collaborative approaches towards Energy
Efficiency & Healthy and Productive Environment”.
There were constructive suggestions for joint efforts in
research, educating the community about compliance
with new building and energy codes and standards and
developing performance benchmarking guidelines,
training of Local 94 and 32B/32J Operating and
Custodial Staff, Organizational help in closing the gap in
actual performance vs. design by bridging the interaction
amongst Engineers, Constructors, Owners/Operators.
We continue to consult members of the Advisory Board
periodically to further improve our In-reach and
Outreach Programs.

A new sustainability committee was formed which
dramatically increased participation from diverse sector
and is positioned to launch new initiatives. Young
Engineers, students and members from other sectors are
becoming more engaged in ASHRAE activities. Chapter
supported sending young engineers to ASHRAE annual
conferences where they participated in core society’s
activities.

Our Membership growth has seen some setbacks, but
with postulated upturn in economy, it would likely
stabilize and grow further. Similarly, donations towards
Research activities has dropped significantly and the
Chapter Board voted to supplement donations with
$5,000 of Chapter funds. Chapter awarded five, $2,000
each, scholarships to students which is more than the
Chapter has offered during last few years. We plan to
help young students towards internships and career
opportunities and towards HVAC related projects and
research by providing funding and technical support.
We held an all day seminar on ASHRAE 90.1 as well as
held eight dinner meetings. Dinner meeting in April
2009 was attended by 150 people and was held at a
larger venue, Hard Rock café in Times Square, to host
the presentations by ASHRAE President Bill Harrison as
well as by representatives from the New York City
Mayor’s Office and the New York City Buildings
Department.  Our Monthly Dinner Meetings will
continue to be held on every 4th Tuesday at Annie
Moore’s Restaurant with highly select group of speakers
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to allow us to network and learn about emerging trends
from Experts.

Even though the Chapter is vibrant and progressive, it
needs to do more to serve the increasing demands for
educational and outreach services. We need to extend
our educational activities to High Schools, vocational
and Trade schools to develop better-trained operations
and maintenance staff. We need to increase advocacy
towards use of funds provided under the Recovery Act
towards HVAC, Energy and water conservation plans.

To do more, we need more passionate volunteers to help.
Together we will do more. Join ASHRAE New York
Chapter, become member of various committees. We
can reach as high as we set our future strategic goals.

Thank you again for trusting me with this important role
of chapter president for FY 2008-09.

Energy Update

Interest in building energy efficiency opportunities and
improvements is at an all time high, driven by record
high energy prices and increased activity toward carbon
emissions reductions. Numerous recent studies have
shown that energy efficiency in buildings is the lowest
cost way of attaining significant carbon emissions
reductions, and a wide variety of programs exist to help
building owners understand how to implement energy
savings projects.

At the Long Beach meeting, a number of programs
highlighted ASHRAE’s activities in leading building
energy performance improvement. A key part of Society
President Kent Peterson’s theme is measuring and

benchmarking  building energy performance to
understand improvement opportunities. For example,
the Technical Committee on “Systems Energy

Utilization” (TC 7.6) sponsored a seminar in Long
Beach on "Benchmarking the Energy Performance of

Lee Loomis, RVC, Chapter Technology Transfer, instructing the 2008 CRC attendees
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the

Commercial Buildings"; you can see three
presentations from the seminar at the TC 7.6 website:

The new 2007 ASHRAE Applications Handbook has
updated information from the US Energy Information
Administration’s  “Commercial  Buildings Energy
Consumption Survey” (CBECS). Several tables in that
Handbook Chapter allow for comparison of building
energy use vs. a large sample of similar buildings. Take
the time to read this part of the Handbook
(comments/suggestions for improvement to this Chapter
of the Handbook are welcome; please send through your
CTTC Regional Vice Chair).

ASHRAE’s sister organizations in Europe, including
CIBSE (the UK Chartered Institute of Building Services
Engineers), are actively involved in the implementation
of the European Directive on the Energy Performance of
Buildings. A seminar in Long Beach gave an update
about the activities. Many of the activities are leading to
new pan-European Standards issued through the
European Committee for Standardization (CEN, much
like ANSI in North America), with some quite similar to
ASHRAE building energy standards.

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RESEARCH PROMOTION

The Research Promotion Campaign annually raises funds to support ASHRAE's research program. It is conducted by the Society’s
membership through local chapter volunteers and receives over 7,000 contributions each year from the membership and companies
associated with the HVAC&R industry. Of these 7,000 contributors, about 50 are from our chapter.

This annual support totals more than $1.5 million annually and is matched dollar-for-dollar by ASHRAE from the proceeds of the annual
winter AHR Exposition. Since ASHRAE pays all the fund raising expenses, 100% of every donor’s invested dollar goes into the research
program.

The New York City Chapter is expected to raise approximately $25,250.00 towards the overall goal, but | believe our chapter is capable
of much greater. After discussion our goal with ASHRAE Life Member Dick Batherman, | believe that the New York City Chapter should
set its goal at $30,000. The Chapter is counting on the continued support of our past contributors who generously supported us last
year. We also look forward to gaining the support of new contributors. The Chapter will be recognizing contributors at the Monthly
Dinner Meetings, in the Monthly Bulletin and at the Chapter’s website.

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PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT HOURS
Available to P.E.’s at our Monthly Dinner Meetings

As | am sure all New York State licensed P.E.’s are aware,
NYS Education Law Article 145 states: ““During each
triennial (three-year) registration period an applicant for
registration shall complete a minimum of thirty-six hours of
acceptable continuing education...”

What is meant above by *“continuing education” are
Professional Development Hours or PDH’s and a NYS
licensed Professional Engineer must accumulate thirty-six
PDH’s during each three-year registration period in order to
be able to renew their P.E. license.

A Professional Engineer may be eligible to receive one (1)
PDH for attending a monthly ASHRAE New York Chapter
Technical Dinner Presentation.

The New York Chapter holds eight (8) dinner meetings a
year, which means a P.E. attending all eight (8) meetings
may be eligible to receive up to eight (8) PDH’s for that
year. That combined with a Chapter All Day Seminar
awarding up to seven (7) PDH’s (equaling a potential total
of 15 PDH’s for a year), means a P.E. may be able to
accumulate ALL the PDH’s they need in one year from the
New York Chapter.

We at the New York Chapter are very excited about this
opportunity to be a “one-stop-shop” to provide our P.E.’s
with all their Professional Development Hours (PDH’s) and
hope you will take advantage by attending all our meetings.

To be eligible to receive PDH’s at our meetings, all you
have to do is sign in on the separate Sign-In Sheet at the
dinner meeting registration table and that’s it. Be sure to
have your PE License number available when you sign
in. For meetings that have been approved for a PDH, a
certificate stating you attended the meeting will be made
available at the subsequent dinner meeting. For example,
the certificate stating that you attended the September
dinner meeting will be available for you at the October
dinner meeting and so forth. If you are unable to pick up
your certificates at the dinner meetings, they will be mailed
to you in June.

Please note, it costs $20 for Student Members, $30 for
YEA Members, $35 for NY Chapter Member and $40 for
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Non-Members to attend a NY Chapter dinner meetings. No
additional cost to ASHRAE members and ASHRAE
non-members will be enacted for the PDH service,
however, regardless of whether or not you eat dinner,
you still have to pay the full attendance fee.

We at the Chapter invite all P.E.’s to attend our dinner

meetings in 2009-2010, starting in September, to help usher
